When you start, you'll be given an intensive induction of
all the departments of FCDO Services and learn how our
team supports each function. Overall, you'll be supporting
the team to advise on, maintain and improve the statutory
health, safety and environment (HSE) requirements and
processes of our organisation.

One day you might be coordinating or helping lead a
health and safety training session, the next you could
be carrying out a risk assessment, looking for ways to
improve conditions and processes.

- To be at least 16 years old by 30 April 2023 so
you can complete Security Check (SC) clearance
before your start date

(SC) clearance before joining, and Developed
Vetting (DV) clearance shortly after joining

E.g. Health and Safety at Work etc. Act 1974,
Management at Work Regulations 1999, Environmental
Protection Act 1990, Environment Act 1995

e Appropriate methods for identifying, evaluating and
controlling hazards relevant to their workplace

e The difference between occupational hygiene, health
surveillance and health and wellbeing campaigns and
methods for implementing these in the workplace

e How to plan for Safety, Health or Environmental
emergencies - e.g. accidents, exposure to hazardous
substances, fire, pollution.

As with all our apprenticeships, this programme is
designed to nurture your talents, give you a well-rounded
experience, and the opportunity to grow. It's why we
think it’s fair to say: your future just got a whole lot bigger.
